fence or arbor. They will provide quick cover, although ‘Indian Summer’ is thought

to be less agressive. Brightly colored tubular flowers appear in terminal clusters and

are a favorite among hummingbirds. Blooms begin to appear in mid-summer and con-
tinue through late summer. Ordinary soil is much preferred to provide summer-long

blooms. Plant 5-8 apart.

Clematis hybrid Vines

For sensational blooms in a range of gorgeous colors, train Clematis on arbors, walls,
fences, or use them for screening a spot that is not so pretty,to cover stumps or to
climb on poles. Clematis vines take from 2—3 years to become fully established. Our
experience is that vines grown in full sun will produce heavier blooms for a shorter
time period than those grown in partial shade where blooms won't be as heavy, but
will extend over a longer time. Clematis will benefit from shade over their roots.
Don't use heavy bark or leaf mulches in summer as they can promote Clematis wilt.
Keep the moisture level of your vines even—never very dry or very wet.
